Administrative Sesslon Thursday § September (am)

The session was opened by the president Vilfan who welcomed the large number
of honorary members attending and the effective members.

In the absence of the secretary the minutes were taken by the assistant secretary,
G. Szekely.

Th. Riis read the obituary of honorary member G.C. Mor, deceased, written by F.
Bocchi. A minute's silence was observed.

1. Statutes

President Vilfan recalled the changes to the statutes approved by vote at the
meeting at Linz in May 1990. He pointed out that an amendment proposed at the
meeting of the Commission at the Madrid Congress in August 1990, offering the
possibility of enlarging the committiee with up to five advisory members (see
Newsletter no. 11, p. 16), had still to be approved. This was passed unanimously.

2. Total Number of Effective Members per Country
W. Rausch drew attention to the consequences for the Commission of German
reunification: as a result of this the German delegation presently comprised 6
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members. S of them full members due to a vacancy. This situation was obviously
provisional. The German members must come (o an arrangement among
themselves to reduce this number 10 2 or 3.

President Vilfan pointed out that the Commission currently had 47 full members,
which was considered the maximum, the number of members present at meetings
being generally 20 to 35. At the Meissen meeting there were 32 full members, not
counting honorary members. The problem of the number of representatives per
country would need to be looked at by the new committee.

Vice-president Riis raised the problem of the representation of Portugal. Other
cases of members not showing any interest in Commission meetings for several
years were noted. Certain members present were charged with ascertaining the
situation regarding these members and reporting to the president.

3. Financial Reporl (see anncxe)

Treasurer Irsigler, in reply to questions, explained the important sum which was
kept in a savings account in order to have liquid funds available at a particular
time for publishing the Elenchus, in particular the French edition. He explained to
the Commission the origin of this sum which had come in the past from grants by
certain bodies like the British Academy and the International Committee of
Historical Sciences.

The financial repont was approved unanimously.

4. Elenchus

There was a long discussion between Vilfan, Wolff, Irsigler, Leupen, Kintz and
Verhulst on the difficulties conceming the publication of the French Elenchus,
the manuscript of which, prepared on the computer and page set al Trier under the
supervision of F. Irsigler, was almost ready for printing. Several corrections and
additions were nevertheless necessary, especially an introduction and index. Ph.
Wolff agreed to undertake these tasks, while Verhulst emphasized that the current
French members, especially Kintz and Chédeville, should be responsible for
supervising the whole. President Vilfan emphasized that the money available for
this publication should not be expended without a complete and definitive text.
Rausch brought good news about the progress of the Austrian Elenchus, while
Zemlicka, Vilfan, Riis, Irsigler, Szekely and Czacharowski reporied on certain
questions concerning the Elenchus for other countries (Czechoslovakia,
Yugoslavia, Italy, Luxembourg, Hungary and Poland). As far as Luxembourg was
concerned Irsigler proposed to include the 16 pages on this country in the French
Elenchus since this still had to be printed while the Belgian Elenchus had
appeared some time ago.

5. Election of President and Vice President

President Vilfan ascertained from treasurer Irsigler the state of payments of
contributions in order to determine the number of full members with the right to
vote, according to the rules for contributions. The number of full members present
being 32, there was a quorum for clecting the president. By invitation of the
president the two candidates for the presidency, Riis and Verhulst sct out their
ideas and intentions for the future of the Commission. They listed a series of
problems which needed to be resolved: cooperation with other urban history
organisations in Europe, the USA and especially Japan, the representativencss of
the Commission, the organisation of the Commission's works (Atlas,
Bibliographies, Elenchus), its role in the International Congress of Historical
Sciences etc.

Having ascertained that the honorary members were not statutorily entitled to
vote, the meeting decided to pass to the election of the president without further
discussion. 31 members voted. Result: 14 for Riis, 16 for Verhulst, 1 absiention.
The new president accepted the election with thanks. Riis congratulated him and
affirmed his loyalty. President Verhulst asked the former President to preside for
the rest of the morning session. Vilfan accepted and introduced the candidates for
the two vice presidential posts, Mme M. Bogucka and Th. Riis. Mme Bogucka
cxpounded several ideas on accentuating the international character of the
Commission, the number of members per country, which she wished to limit to
two, the invitation of experts and the difficult financial situation in certain
couniries.

President Verhulst was then invited to give his advice on the future composition
of the commiltee, where he wished to see as many different countries represented
as there were vacant places, including advisory ones (5).

Yice presidential vote: Riis and Bogucka were elected with 29 and 26 voles out of
31 respectively.

Administrative Sesslon Thursday § September (pm)

President Verhulst paid tribute to the retiring president Vilfan, thanking him for
the great service which he had given the Commission and for his able direction of
business. He expressed his best wishes to him personally and for the future of his
country and said he would be happy to be able to call on his experience as long as
Vilfan continued to sit as a full member. Vilfan thanked him.



Administrative Sesslon Saturday 7 September

Electi [C .

President Verhulst recalled the procedure accepted at the Humlebaek (Copenhagen)
meeting in 1988 for completing the committee. This anticipated the presentation
of a list of candidaies by the president and vice presidents, it being understood
that the meeting might put forward other names as well. The president justified his
choice of candidates which reflected the desire to have represented on the
committee the main European regions, from Scandinavia 1o the Mediterranean and
from the Atlantic 1o the Urals. The large number of young, dynamic women, full
of ideas for the future of the Commission was a promising sign.

This proposition was unanimously accepted except for Zemlicka dissenting.

The president closed this part of the proceedings by thanking asst. secrelary
Szekely for his work.

Administrative Session Saturday 7 September (24 part)

Minutes were then taken by asst. secretary J.P. Kintz in the absence of P. Clark
who had to leave Meissen for other commitmenits.

1. Colloquia

President Verhulst proposed a discussion of the next meetings including themes

and venues. .

- in 1992 the Commission would meet at Alphen in the Netherlands. Leupen
gave details on the organisation. The meeting would take place at the
beginning of September, starting probably on the 8th September. This
would avoid choosing the same dates as the conference of the Dutch Urban
History Group and the European Association of Urban Historians which

finished on the 7th September, but a joint excursion was envisaged. Irsigler



pointed out that there would be discussion of fairs and markets essentially in
N.W. Europe; the commentators had been contacted: Leupen (Holland),
Blockmans (Flanders-Brabant); Bur (Northern France-Middle Ages), Koerner
(Swizerland); Keene (England); Simms (Ireland).

- in 1993 the meeting would take place in Rome; Guidoni proposed the end of
May or beginning of June. The working sessions would be enlarged, for
reasons of grants, to maritime uade in the Mediterranean and Balkan
countries. Reports would be devoted to Italy (North: Bocchi; South: to be
decided), Spain (Ladero), Greece (Papoulia), Balkans (Todorov), Yugoslavia
(Vilfan).

- in 1994 Sweden would host the Commission at the beginning of September.
The fairs of Scandinavia, the Baltic States, Central and Eastern Europe would
be considered. B. Ericsson observed that the choice of date should take
account of the Economic History Congress in Milan.

2. Reports

Vilfan and Batlle were charged with publishing the reports. Riis raised the
question of a general report for the International Congress (Montreal 1995). This
should be ready from i994. He observed that the reports on fairs should not
neglect the importance of other markeling mechanisms. Irsigler observed that
commercial structures varied according to region. Fairs were relatively more
important in Westem Europe. '

3. Town Atlases

The president invited the meeting 10 comment on the state of publication of the
atlases. Simms (Ireland), Ericsson (Sweden), Hietala (Finland), Opll (Austria),
Leupen (Holland), Guidoni (Italy), Zemlicka (Czechoslovakia), Heinrich
(Germany), Slack (Great Britain), Koerner (Switzerland), Riis (Denmark) and
president Verhulst presented the publications of their respective countries and
described the cumrent state of the work. In a letter Marquette announced that the
allas of Belfort and Epinal (France) would be published in 1992.

4. Current Bibliography

Vilfan pointed out that it was difficult 1o obtain an idea of the historiography of a
counuy through single titles of works or articles. To assist researchers the
compilers should be asked 1o specify the subject covered more precisely and to
give some indication of its contents.

Richard Wade (City University Graduate and Research Centre) was elected charter
president, to be succeeded by Sam Bass Wamer Jnr. (Brandeis University) in
1990, and Zane Miller (Cincinnati University) in 1991. Sam Hays (Pittsburgh
University) assumed the presidency on 1.1.92. Lynn Hollen Lees (Pennsylvania
University) is president elect.

Members include: academics, archivists, civil servants, editors, lawyers,
librarians, museum staff, planners, schoolteachers. Members come from all over
the world, though preponderantly from America. Current membership stands at
over 400. Particular efforts have been made to make contact with those whose
interest is outside North American history and the Association ‘welcomes all those
interested in urban or related themes such as cultural, social, women's,
demographic, planning, conservation histories. Several members of the
Commission Bureau have been in correspondence with officers of the Association
and Prof. Michel Ebner, the Executive Secretary, has indicated that they are
anxious to establish contacts with the Commission. Basically, of course, the
Association supporis activities which promote the growth of urban history. It
publishes & twice-annual 'Newsletter’, featuring up-to-date bibliographic listings,
international reports on research-in-progress, teaching, museum exhibitions and
announcements of awards as well as opportunities for grants. Since 1990, the
Association has offered a series of prizes for scholarly distinction; three will be
offered in 1992. Members also receive a 20% discount on individual subscriptions
to the 'Journal of Urban History'. An annual assembly and dinner are held each
year in conjunction with the convention of the American Historical Association.
The Association also sponsors sessions at numerous scholarly meetings.

Colloquium "Urban Identities in Europe from the 13th to 18th
Centuries™ 12th-14th March 1992,

This colloquium with invited participants was held at the Maison des Sciences de
I'Homme, Paris, and was organised by the Association in conjunction with the
Intemnational Working Group on Urban History. The participants came from
Britain, France, Belgium, Germany, Spain, Netherlands and Italy. The standard of
discussion was generally high and wide-ranging with a strong comparative
perspective. Papers shed light on the role of institutional bodies (corporations,
guilds, militia, fraternities) and informal structures (myths, dress, morphology,
language) in creating a collective sense of identity in European Cities. The
colloquium also drew attention to the shift away from traditional forms towards
the new more commercial sociable worlds of the 18th century where urbaneness
was defined at a national and international level through fashion, manners,
assemblies, music and other leisure activities. The organiser was Bemard Lepetit
of the Ecole des Hautes Etudes and it is hoped 10 publish a selection of papers. It is

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Historical Atlas of the European Citles,
Centre de Cultura Contemporania de Barcelona

The project aims to study a number of key cities in European countries. In the
Iberian Peninsula it is planned 10 examine 11 cities; in France 10; in Germany 14;
fewer in Scandinavia, central Europe and other countrics. Teams of collaborators
have been recruited in each counuy. The concern is to establish a common
framework, with editorial guidelines, selecting the most meaningful variables for
analysis. A model set of maps with text has been prepared for Barcelona to serve
as the basic pattern for cities in other countries. The prime concern of the project
is with the spatial structure of the city, especially large cities in the 19th and 20th
centuries. The topics to be considered include situstion and site, urban functions
and demography, spatial growth, urban planning, infrastructure, institutions and
amenities. The target audience is intended to be not just urban history specialists,
but geographers, architects and other educated readers. A planning meeting for the
project was held at Barcelona on 27th-28th September 1991 and further meetings
are planned.
