The meeting was chaired by Keith Lilley (GB).

1. Welcome and Apologies

Apologies received from Jacinta Prunty (IRL) and Martin Uhrmacher (LUX).

2. Minutes of AWG 2018

The minutes produced by Martin Uhrmacher were accepted.

3. AWG terms of reference and membership

Keith Lilley suggested to discuss formalising AWG membership so as to ensure more
coherence in the group and facilitate common action (see below, 3.1II).
Anngret Simms stated that the AWG was intended to comprise “all people actively
involved in HTA projects”. The perception was that so far not all those are on the list
published in the ICHT Newsletter and that it should be updated. While a more com-
prehensive and definitive list is in order, it is not intended to restrict membership.
The AWG is intended to be a platform and place of exchange for HTA project mem-
bers. Convenors and other members had, for example, advised on the Ukrainian HTA
project in its initial stages, and there is scope for further assistance of this kind. The
recommendations arising from this discussion are for AWG to:
I.  compile an updated members’ list for the AWG;
II.  check if online registration on the ICHT website (www.historiaurbium.org) is a
possibility;
lll.  draft terms of reference for circulation among the group (see below, Annex 1)

4. National HTA updates and publications:

The presentation of recent publications and progress reports was kept very brief.

i. Brief announcements by HTA projects

Ireland: Work on the atlases is ongoing, the latest IHTA (Drogheda) and a new publi-
cation on Renaissance Galway were presented.

Finland: The print atlas of Viborg (today in Russia) is currently in the making, an
online version is under consideration.

France: In the context of a scientific programme on Aquitaine, five atlases were pro-
duced (Agen, Pau, Mont-de-Marsan, Périgueux, Bayonne) and a comparative ap-
proach is work in progress. Further atlases are already in the making, or planned.
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Germany: The German national HTA project is working on the imperial town of
Mihlhausen in Thuringia; the Hessian regional HTA project is close to publishing the
atlas on Fulda; the Westfalian HTA keeps up a yearly output of about three volumes,
mainly industrial towns, often from humble origins.

No report on the Rhenish HTA .

Daniel Stracke announced the creation of a new regional series (Brandenburgischer
Historischer Stadteatlas) and the publication of a first volume on behalf of the col-
leagues from Potsdam.

Ukraine: The third volume of the series was published in 2018 on the capital of Gali-
cia (TAIMY — Halych), in keeping with a two-year-rhythm of publication.

Hungary: after Buda, the project has published two new volumes on examples of dif-
ferent town types (Kecskemét, Kdszeg).

Poland: A fourth group of the Polish HTA project has been established in Warsaw;
one new volume has been published (Stary Sacz).

Great Britain: The HTA project has published a separate historical map of Medieval
London, corresponding to the one published on Tudor London.

ii. Atlas-related study series

There is no current need to publish HTA-specific conference proceedings and other
articles in a common book series. Books with HTA content from within the AWG
should be imprinted with the ICHT logo and the addition of prefaces by the ICHT
president to be written on request.

iii. Updating the common atlas list in Miinster (D. Stracke)

The AWG thanks Jennifer Moore for having taken care of and updating the European
HTA list for the past years at the Royal Irish Academy. From her, Daniel Stracke at the
IStG in Minster is taking over the task. To support this work and enable him to pro-
duce an update each spring, AWG members are requested to supply information on
new volumes (email to: stracked@uni-muenster.de). The list is being published on
the web portal www.staedtegeschichte.de in PDF format

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i. ‘Historia Urbium’ homepage

Ferdinand Opll, Anngret Simms, Katalin Szende, Keith Lilley, Roman Czaja, Rosa Smur-
ra, Martina Stecken and Daniel Stracke collaboratively produced a text on the Atlas
Working Group for the homepage.

Ferdinand wrote a letter to the HTA editors inviting them to supply texts, images and
links on the individual projects. Texts have been supplied for Denmark, Finland, Ger-
many, Ireland, Iceland, Italy, Sweden und Ukraine.

In all these efforts, Francesca Bocchi has been supremely helpful and kindly updated
the homepage with the new material.

Still missing are texts on the projects of Belgium, Croatia, Czech Republic, Hungary,
Netherlands, Poland, Romania, Switzerland und the United Kingdom.

. Wikipedia

There are now Wikipedia entries on the ICHT in English and German, on Historic
Towns Atlases in German only (‘Stadteatlas’). Authorship in Wikipedia is given as by
Daniel Stracke who uploaded the work of the colleagues by request.

Further articles and translations should be produced and uploaded as well as hyper-
links set to and from other articles (e.g. Urban Morphology, Atlas, Town etc.).

Keith Lilley proposed the use of social media for the European Historic Towns Atlas
project recommending especially a Twitter account. Further discussion will be neces-
sary.

6. Comparative and collaborative initiatives:

i. Geodata repository in Miinster

Daniel Stracke reported on the on-going IStG effort to set up a common geodata re-
pository for the benefit of the AWG, and Urban Studies as a whole. The idea is to
provide researchers with geodata produced for printing an atlas so that it can be re-
used in future GIS-based studies.

The project is a collaboration of the IStG, university library Miinster and the newly
founded Service Centre Digital Humanities; this ensures the sustainability of the data
in the long run by state agencies (Bundesland Nordrhein-Westfalen).

A geoserver has been bought and the infrastructure is almost up and running. Tests
are being conducted, while the metadata plan and procedures to upload data are
work in progress.

i. Funding comparative HTA research (COST and H2020)

COST (Cooperation in Science and Technology, EU): There is a possible revival of the

COST application. Justin Colson (Digital History, Essex) is applying for a young-leader
fellowship which involves taking responsibility for a larger research group. His bid in-

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cludes revision of the COST application with Daniel Stracke. Justin is already involved
with developing potential new British HTAs and his original research question will be
based on the question of how the materiality, building fabric and layout of a town
shaped the urban experience.

7. Upcoming HTA events:
i. Marburg 2020 ICHT and AWG meeting (H. Graef)

The 2020 ICHT conference will deal with urban spaces in transition and explore HTAs
as source for research. Contributions from a variety of disciplinary backgrounds will
be dedicated to several historical themes. The meeting will also provide space for ex-
change about HTA methodology.

. Other relevant conferences and workshops

Bordeaux: The French HTA project will host a conference on the theme of “Putting
the city in maps” in January 2020.

Dublin: The Irish HTA Seminar will be held on May 14 at the RIA on “Town and Coun-
try”.

Warsaw/Miinster: The conference of the project “Historical Ontology of Urban Spac-
es” (HOUSe) based at the IH PAN in Warsaw will be held at the I1StG in Minster on
March 9-10.

Minster: A digital HTA Workshop will be held at the IStG on March 11-13 dealing

with standardization issues in relation to the HTA geodata repository.

Marburg: The AWG will reconvene at the 2020 meeting of the ICHT/CIHV on Septem-
ber 23-25.

8. AOB: No other business was discussed.

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OBITUARIES

KAORU UGAWA (1931-2019)

Kaoru Ugawa, an Intercontinental Member of International Commission for History of Towns
passed away on 20th July 2019, at the age of 88. He was a professor of economic history at
Rikkyo University (St. Paul’s University), Tokyo from 1968 until he retired in 1996. He was so
active in many academic societies. As the president of Tokyo Study Group in Comparative
Urban History established in 1971, he was one of the most leading urban historians in Japan.
He was awarded fellowship of Royal Historical Society in U.K. in 1971 and was also a member
of the board of directors of Socio-economic History Society in Japan (1985-1992).

When he became a lecturer of economic history at Rikkyo University in 1959, his main re-
search interest was in agrarian history of medieval England. During the two years from 1959
he studied abroad as a British Council Scholar at the Department of English Local History,
University of Leicester, where, directed by Dr. H. P. R. Finberg who became the first profes-
sor of English Local History in 1964, he collected and read manuscript sources of various
manors, boroughs and hundreds held by Isabella de Fortibus, the Countess of Devon and
Aumale, and Lady of the Isle of Wight. Based on this research in England, he published his
first book, Lay Estates in Medieval England (Chusei Eikoku Sezoku-ryo no Kenkyu), in 1966
and he received a doctor’s degree at Rikkyo University next year.

As the economy and society of Japan changed rapidly and became urbanized as the result of
the high economic growth from mid-1950s, his research interest shifted to urban history by
late 1960s. During his one year stay from 1969 as a visiting fellow at All Souls College, Uni-
versity of Oxford, he started to research English medieval towns, particularly Gloucester.
Immediately after he came back to Japan, he organized Tokyo Study Group in Comparative
Urban History in 1971 with his colleagues who were interested in urban history of Europe
and Asia and, as the president, made a substantial contribution to construct the network of
urban historians in Japan. Up to the present time since its foundation, its regular seminars
were held more than 460 times.

His academic network spread overseas. He not only attended many international confer-
ences held in foreign countries but also invited many prominent historians from overseas to
Rikkyo University, including Prof. E. Ennen, Prof. P. Wolff, Prof. J. Thirsk, Prof. P. Slack, and
Prof. M. Spufford, and arranged their seminars and lectures. He organized with J. L. McClain
and J. M. Merriman an international symposium on two early modern towns, Edo and Paris,
in Tokyo in 1990 and edited with them Edo and Paris: Urban Life and the State in the Early
Modern Era, Ithaca, Cornell University Press, 1994 (in Japanese edition, Edo to Pari, Tokyo,
Iwata Shoin, 1996). After his one year stay from 1991 as a visiting fellow at Exeter College,
University of Oxford, he continued to engage in international academic exchange and, with
Prof. P. O’Brien, organized the first Anglo-Japanese Conference of Historians in London in
1994. As a Japanese historian studying histories of foreign countries, he recognized the im-
portance of comparative historical perspective. So, he not only made the academic network
overseas but also wrote some essays on historic towns of Japan and presented them at in-
ternational conferences.

He was so gentle and had warm heart. His smile was loved by everyone. We miss him.

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WILHELM RAUSCH (1927-2019)

Am 14. Februar 2019 ist Wilhelm Rausch im niederdsterreichischen GroR Gerungs, seinem
Lebensmittelpunkt seit seiner Pensionierung im Jahr 1987, verstorben. In den unmittelbaren
Nachkriegsjahren hatte er in Wien Geographie und Geschichte studiert, von 1951 bis 1953
den Ausbildungskurs am Institut fiir Osterreichische Geschichtsforschung absolviert. Vo-
riibergehend an diesem Institut tatig, trat er 1954 in die Dienste der Linzer Stadtverwaltung,
wo er in 33 Jahren Berufstatigkeit das Stadtarchiv leitete und von 1978—1983 als oberster
Kulturbeamter der Stadt wirkte. Ein traditionelles Verstandnis des Archivarsberufs als Wis-
senschaftler wie Verwaltungsbeamter zeichnete ihn aus, doch waren es vor allem seine gro-
Ren Befdahigungen zum Organisator, Manager und begnadeten Networker, die sein Wirken
bestimmten und pragten. Bereits 1961 konnte er in Linz eine internationale Tagung zur fri-
hen Stadtgeschichte veranstalten und dabei Wissenschaftler aus West und Ort zusammen-
fiihren. Auch seine Kontakte zur Commission internationale pour I'histoire des villes (CIHV)
gehen in die frihen 1960er Jahre zurlick, seine Mitgliedschaft wurde 1968 endgiiltig fixiert.
Ein Jahr spéater, 1969, gelang es ihm, den Osterreichischen Arbeitskreis fiir Stadtgeschichts-
forschung ins Leben zu rufen, Grundlage fiir eine institutionelle Verankerung der verglei-
chenden Stadtgeschichte in seinem Heimatland. Als ihm in der Mitte der 1970er Jahre auch
noch regelrechte Institutsgriindungen gelangen — in Wien in engem Zusammenwirken mit
dem Wiener Stadt- und Landesarchiv —, war das Fundament dafiir geschaffen, die drei gro-
Ren Forschungsprojekte der CIHV, Elenchus, Bibliographie und Stidteatlas, in Osterreich rea-
lisieren zu konnen. Wiewohl die Institute 2011 ein Ende finden sollten, konnten nicht nur
alle drei Kommissionsvorhaben umgesetzt werden, sondern es ist zudem gelungen, das
gleichfalls von Rausch ins Leben gerufene Periodikum, die Zeitschrift ,,Pro civitate Austriae”,
bis zur Gegenwart — nunmehr in einer Kooperation zwischen Arbeitskreis, Wiener Stadt- und
Landesarchiv sowie Verein fir Geschichte der Stadt Wien — fortzufiihren. Der von Wilhelm
Rausch gegriindete ,Arbeitskreis” kann heuer, genau im Jahr seines Ablebens sein 50-
jahriges Bestandjubildaum begehen.

Band (,,Fernweh und Stadt. Tourismus als stadtisches Phanomen*) erschienen. Noch zu Ende
seiner Berufslaufbahn (1987) konnte Rausch mit der Griindung der Stiftung ,,Pro civitate Aus-
triae” die institutionelle wie finanzielle Basis dafir schaffen, dass seither im zweijahrigen
Turnus ein mit einer durchaus namhaften Summe ausgestatteter Preis fiir stadtgeschichtli-
che Arbeiten vergeben werden kann.

Seinem so eindrucksvollen Lebenswerk in all seinen Auspragungen blieb er bis ins hohe Alter
aufs engste verbunden, zeigte stetes Interesse fir den Fortgang stadtgeschichtlicher For-
schung, bis zuletzt immer bereit, seine Meinung zu duBern und beizutragen. An den Gene-
ralversammlungen der CIHV nahm er lange teil, selbst als er seinen Platz unter deren Mit-
gliedern 1997 an Jingere abgegeben hatte und seit damals als Ehrenmitglied fungierte.

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TADEUSZ ROStANOWSKI (1933-2019)

Am 16. Mai 2019 ist Dr. Tadeusz Rostanowski, langjahriges Mitglied unserer Kommission
gestorben. Er wurde am 20. Mérz 1933 in Warschau geboren. Er studierte Geschichte an der
Warschauer Universitat. Sein akademischer Leher war, ein der ersten Mitglieder unserer
Komission Professor Aleksander Gieysztor. Unter seinem Einfluss begann Rostanowski sich
fir die Stadtgeschichte zu interessieren. Seine ausgezeichnete Fremdsprachenkenntnisse
ermoglichten ihm schon wahrend des Studiums das Interesse fiir die europaische Stadtge-
schichte zu entwickeln. Ein seiner ersten Beitrage (1956) betraf die Genese des Patriziats in
der westeuropdischen Stadten. Sein Interesse fiir die Geschichte der Stadte im Mittelalter
konnte er wahrend des Studiums an der Universitat von Paris fortsetzen, wo er 1962 unter
der wissenschaftlichen Leitung von Professor Maurice Lombart die Dissertation tber ,La vie
urbaine et en particulier sur le patriciat dans les villes de la moyenne Rhénanie septentriona-
le (fin du Xle-début du XIVe siecles)” verteidigte. Zwei Jahre spater wurde das Buch ,Recher-
ches sur la vie urbaine et en particulier sur le patriciat dans les villes de la moyenne Rhéna-
nie septentrionale : (fin du Xle-début du XIVe siecles)” in Polen veroffentlicht und die War-
schauer Universitat hat seine franzosische Promotion nostrifiziert. Nach der Riickkehr aus
Paris im Jahre 1964 wurde Tadeusz Rostanowski am Institut fiir Archaeologie und materielle
Kultur der Polnischen Akademie der Wissenschaften angestellt. An diesem Institut, das er in
den Jahren 19976-1979 als Stellvertreter des Direktor mitleitete, arbeitete er bis zu seiner
Pensionierung im Jahre 1998. In den Jahren 1984-1988 war er Direktor der Forschungsstelle
der Polnischen Akademie der Wissenschaften in Rom. In den sechziger und siebziger Jahren
veroffentlichte Rostanowski mehrere Beitrage liber soziale- und wirtschaftliche Geschichte
der rheinischen Stadte im Mittelalter. Sein Verdienst war auch die Verbreitung der polni-
schen Stadteforschung auf dem internationalen Forum. Aleksander Gieysztor empfohl ihn in
den siebziger Jahren zum Mitglied unserer Kommission. 1974 veranstalten beide Gelehrte in
Thorn im Rahmen des 11. polnischen Historikertages eine Tagung Uber die Sozialtopogra-
phie, deren Konzept durch das vier-Jahre Programm der Internationalen Kommission fir die
Stadtgeschichte “Structures sociales et morphologie urbaines dans le développement histo-
rique des villes” angeregt wurde. In den neunziger Jahren leitete er die polnische Kommissi-
on fir die Stadtgeschichte. 1994 hat ihn unsere Kommission zum Ehren-Mitglied ernannt.
Krankheit, die ihn im letzten Jahrzehnt schwer betroffen hat, verhinderte ihm weitere wis-
senschaftliche Aktivitar. Er bleibt in unserer Erinnerung als engagierter Forscher und Veran-
stater der stadthistorischen Forschung.
