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Nota asupra editiei

Ideea unui album care sa reuneasci planurile
orasului Iasi aflate in arhive striine ne-a venit recent,
pe masurd ce ieseau la iveald tot mai multe documente
cartografice inedite privind acest important centru urban
al tarii. Puse cap la cap, aceste valoroase surse permit —
impreund cu cele locale, ridicate din 1819 — intelegerea
modului in care capitala Moldovei a evoluat pe parcursul
secolului al XVIII-lea si prima jumditate a secolului
urmitor. Ne referim nu numai la cresterea orasului din
punct de vedere spatial, ci si la faptul ci planurile surprind
modernizarea in plan urbanistic, sporul demografic
sau aspecte ale dezvoltirii economice. Ridicate de citre
diferitele autorititi de ocupatie din motive militare si
administrative, aceste planuri ne dezviluie i informatii
pretioase privind patrimoniul local: aparitia unor biserici
sau case boieresti, locul unde s-au aflat disparute palate
domnesti, inclusiv curtea veche, pozitia apeductelor si
cismelelor care aprovizionau cu apd orasul etc. Unele
planuri nu se limiteaza la a figura doar orasul, ci cuprind
si imprejurimile si astfel aflam date privind modul de
folosire a terenurilor, pozitia podurilor, zagazurilor,
morilor si helesteielor, cursul apelor, traseul drumurilor
si altele.

Am valorificat cit am putut in plan stiintific
descoperirile din ultimii ani din arhivele striine, in
special rusesti, astfel ci avem acum ocazia de a le prezenta
publicului larg intr-un album. Considerim necesar
un astfel de demers, deoarece aceste documente pot fi
utile nu numai istoricilor, ci si unei game foarte largi de
specialisti, geografi, arhitecti sau urbanisti. Se adauga cei
pasionati de cartografie, care au acum ocazia de a vedea
sirul planurilor orasului Iasi de la 1739 si pand la 1833.
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Am precizat mai sus c¢d o parte a planurilor a
fost deja valorificatd stiintific, fiind publicate in studii
apdrute in reviste de specialitate din domeniul Istoriei.
Aceste studii stau la baza textelor din albumul de fata,
fiind reduse, adaptate si in citeva cazuri chiar amendate,
pastrand specificul unei analize de specialitate. De

Note on the edition

The idea of an album which would reunite the city
plans of Iasi, subject to an extensive research of foreign ar-
chives, came to us after discovering a significant number
of novel cartographic documents regarding this impor-
tant urban centre of our country. Upon gathering these
valuable foreign sources, as well as mapping local plans
dating back to 1819, we now have a better, more in-dep-
th understanding of the evolution of lasi throughout the
18" century and the first half of the 19 century. In this
respect, we are referring not solely to the actual spatial
extension of the city, but also to its urban development,
population growth and economic progress. Drafted by
various occupation authorities, primarily for military and
administrative reasons, the city plans included in this al-
bum reveal noteworthy information concerning the lo-
cal heritage, such as the construction of new churches or
boyar mansions, the sites of the former princely palaces,
with the old court, the layout of aqueducts and water
fountains or the early piping system which provided the
water supply. Some plans go beyond the mere outline of
the city and present its outskirts and neighbouring villa-
ges, enabling us to gather data about land usage, layout
of bridges, dams, mills and ponds, as well as river flows,
routes and the like.

We have tried to make the best of the latest dis-
coveries, especially from the Russian archives, in order
to present a comprehensive album to the public, based
on our strong belief that such an endeavour is necessary
and useful not only for historians, but for a wide range
of experts in the field of geography, architecture or ur-
ban planning. The documents and plans herein are also
interesting for cartography aficionados, as they provide a
unique chance of exploring the city plans of Iasi between

1739 and 1833.
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Some of the plans published in research studies
and specialized history journals have already been used
for scientific purposes. These studies represented the fun-
damental material for the texts of the album, as they were
summarized, adapted and even amended to fit the sco-
